Carefully put wires back into the outlet box.

9. Pull the cord (E) down slightly until the strain relief touches the hex nut. Attach the canopy to the mounting strap unit (A) by
inserting two fixture mounting screws, and then secure it with two bolt nuts (D).
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10. Fastening cord by screwing plastic headless screw, using flat head screwdriver (not included).
11. Attach the glass shade to fixture, and then secure it with the socket ring.

12. Install a bulb (not included). Check relamping label at socket area or packaging for maximum wattage allowed.

Turn on the power at fuse or circuit box.
