6. Thread the fixture wire through the canopy kit, and then secure the rod assembly to the set threaded
pipe of the canopy kit.
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7. Pull out the source wires from the outlet box. Make wire connections using wire connectors (C) as follows:
---Connect the smooth-coated wire (marked) from the fixture to the black wire from the power source.
---Connect the ribbed-coated wire (unmarked) from the fixture to the white wire from the power source.
---Attach the fixture ground wire to the mounting plate unit (A) with the green ground screw, then connect it to

the house ground wire with a wire connector (C).

Carefully put the wires back into the outlet box.
